


Science Camp Application Package

This spring, the Northern Lights Forest Education Society will once again be running science camps for grades 4 and 6. Due to the success of the program, as well as limited resources, the Society has decided to change the administration of the camps.
To accommodate more schools, we may need to limit each school to either grade 4 or grade 6 camps, depending on availability. In order to help cover costs of the program, we are asking a registration fee of $10/student.

About the Camps
Our science camps, designed for Grades 4 and 6, promote environmental education while following the Alberta Science curriculum. Each camp offers a fun day of science in the forest, consisting of lessons in the morning and an environmental game in the afternoon.
	The theme of the grade 4 science camp is “The Boreal Forest and Waste in Our World.” This investigates how nature decomposes and uses natural material generated by the forest. The grade 6 camp, “Trees and Forests,” introduces students to some of the plants and animals of the boreal forest and the role trees play in the ecosystem.
Camps can take place at either Machesis Lake, Jake’s Lake (Lake Tourangeau), or at a location closer to your school, if a suitable area can be found.
Each camp has a maximum of 30 students per group. Grade 4 camps take place in May and grade 6 camps are in June. Small schools can combine classes up to the maximum.
